	CONCUSSION: possible symptoms     (These symptoms should improve completely quickly or over a few hours)                                           

Please be aware of signs of concussion:

· Short term memory loss (particularly of the incident)

· Confusion

· Irritability

· Mild, general head ache

· Pale, clammy skin

· Shallow/normal breathing 


	COMPRESSION OF THE BRAIN - in rare cases the follow symptoms may occur, possibly after several days following the injury. 

 If the casualty has any of these symptoms then contact emergency services.

The casualty may deteriorate:

· Levels of response become worse as condition develops

· Intense headache

· Flushed, dry skin

· Deep, noisy, slow breathing

· Slow, strong pulse

· One or both pupils may dilate
